The custom of drinking
tea in England started in
the mid-17th century. At &
first, tea was only for &8
rich and noble people. It

King Charles II and his
wife, Catherine of Bra-
ganza, loved tea. Cathe-
rine was from Portugal
and used to drinking tea,
so she made it fashiona-
ble at the royal court. In
the 19th century, a new
tradition called After-
noon Tea began. The
Duchess Anna of Bedford wanted tea, bread, butter, and

and soon this became a popular social event for upper and
middle-class people. Afternoon Tea was usually served in
the drawing room and became a time to relax and chat.
Tea slowly became cheaper and spread to all social clas-
ses. Workers got tea breaks, and
the working class had High Tea as
an early evening meal with hot
food. Tea drinking developed spe-
cial customs: rich families kept tea
in locked caddies, used fine bone
china, and added milk first to pro-
® tect the cups. Once a royal drink,
8 tea eventually became an everyday
habit for all English people, from
work breaks to social visits.

' How Tea Is Treated

Tea is treated with respect, both as
a ceremonial ritual and as a daily
necessity. As a Social Ritual: Tra-
ditional Afternoon Tea with small
sandwiches, scones with soft
cream and jam, and pastries is a
classic British experience, often held in nice hotels. As a
Symbol of Hospitality and Comfort: Offering a
"cuppa" (a cup of tea) is a common way to welcome
someone, show care, or be polite. It is the usual response
to little problems or good news. The Everyday Tea
("Builder's Tea"): Most tea people drink every day is
strong black tea, like English Breakfast. It is usually made
with a tea bag and served in a mug with milk and some-
times sugar. Status of Customs Today: Tea drinking is
still important, with Brits drinking around one hundred
million cups a day. Afternoon Tea is less common but
liked for birthdays and parties.
